In the town of Kuroe, lacquerware ( japanware ) had been made from around the end of the Muromachi
Period (1336-1573). Since the Edo Period (1603-1868), Kuroe had been famous and bustling with many

people as a producing area of lacquerware. The town still preserves houses with lattice windows arranged

in a zig-zag line like saw teeth.
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
